 Dr. McLaughlin, a professor of Reading Education at East Stroudsburg University of Pennsylvania, is 
a member of the Board of Directors of the International Reading Association.  She has served as an IRA 
volunteer professor in Estonia with the Reading and Writing Critical Thinking Project (RWCT) from 1997 
through 2000.  She has authored numerous books for the Association’s publication division and has 
served on the editorial review board of The Thinking Classroom.

 Dr. Cheek’s research interests include Diagnostic-Prescriptive reading instruction, assessment of 
individual and group strengths and weaknesses in reading, characteristics of effective teachers of 
reading, and content reading.  He has taught at the middle and high school levels, and has served as an 
elementary school reading specialist.  He has also presented at the National Reading Conference

Ted Hasselbring, Ph.D.

 Over the past twenty-five years Dr. Hasselbring has conducted research on the use of technology for 
enhancing learning in students with mild disabilities and those who are at-risk of school failure. He has 
authored more than one hundred book chapters and articles on learning and technology and serves on 
the editorial boards of six professional journals. He is also the author of several computer programs, 
including Scholastic’s Read 180.  Between 2000 and 2006, Dr. Hasselbring left Vanderbilt and served as 
the Executive Director of the National Assistive Technology Research Institute at the University of 
Kentucky.  In the fall of 2006, Dr. Hasselbring returned to Vanderbilt where he had been a Professor of 
Special Education and co-Director of the Learning Technology Center for 18 years.
