 A twenty six year old self-advocate with autism, Taylor Crowe grew up in Cape Girardeau, Missouri, 
where he attended public school until age twenty one.  During his education, Taylor’s strengths in art 
were discovered and cultivated.  After graduation from high school, Taylor pursued these interests at the 
prestigious California Institute of the Arts, where he graduated in 2007 with a degree in Character 
Animation.
