 Dr. Gambrella, professor of education in the Eugene T. Moore School of Education at Clemson 
University, is president of the International Reading Association and will serve until May 2008. Gambrell 
served as a member of the Board of Directors of the International Reading Association from 1992–1995 
and, in 1998, she received the IRA  Outstanding Teacher Educator in Reading Award.  In 2004, she was 
elected to the Reading Hall of Fame. 

 She has written books on reading instruction and published articles in journals such as Reading 
Research Quarterly, The Reading Teacher, Educational Psychologist, and Journal of Educational 
Research. She is coeditor of Literacy Teaching and Learning and serves on the editorial advisory boards 
of Reading Research Quarterly, Journal of Literacy Research, and Reading Research and Instruction.

 Timothy Shanahan, former president of the International Reading Association (May 2007) has also 
contributed to by serving as a member of the IRA Board of Directors; Illinois Reading Council (IRC) Board 
of Directors; coeditor, IRC Journal; editorial boards of The Reading Teacher, Thinking Classroom, 
Reading Research Quarterly; chair of the assessment committee, and member of publications, 
government relations, and family literacy committees; coauthor of Informal Reading Assessment; 
volunteer, IRA-RWCT Program; recipient, Albert J. Harris Award; participant in National Language Arts 
Standards Project.  

 Dr. Shanahan’s research focuses on the relationship of reading and writing, school improvement, the 
assessment of reading ability, and family literacy. He chaired the National Literacy Panel on Language 
and Minority Children and Youth and chairs the National Early Literacy Panel.

And that's precisely 
what teacher Justin Minkel has provided for his Spanish-speaking students at Harvey Jones Elementary 
School in Springdale. Teaching in a classroom in which English is a second language for the vast majority 
of students, he has helped them make significant gains in English proficiency, with nearly a third 
becoming fluent.  

 His strategies include differentiated instruction, looping with students from second to third grade, 
using hands-on experiences to show the relevance of math concepts, and making literature, social studies 
and science more meaningful by connecting them to real-world experiences. He has presented these 
strategies to colleagues throughout the district, has served on committees ranging from math leadership 
to textbook adoption, and has mentored student teachers from the local university. Achievement scores 
on the Iowa Test of Basic Skills indicate that all of Mr. Minkel's students are performing at grade level or 
above.
